TRY TH IS TRIC K 

Training tricks can be a great way to bond with 
your dog.   We tend to be more relaxed and 
have more fun working on tricks than on skills 
like stay or heel, not to mention tricks are great 
for impressing family and friends.  This issue s 
featured trick is Cross Your Paws.

 

Start with your dog in a down.  Put a treat 
in your fist and encourage your dog to 
paw at your hand by wiggling your 
fingers.  Use your marker word and 
reinforce your dog s efforts to paw at your 
hand.

        

Once your dog is consistently pawing at 
your hand, start placing your hand over 
the top of your dog s other leg.  

       

When your dog is consistently pawing at 
your hand, start to fade out your hand by 
only placing one or two fingers on your 
dog s other leg.  Then work on just tapping 
the other leg and removing your hand.

    
Once your dog is doing well with just a 
tap, stop your hand short of making 
contact and see if your dog will still do the 
trick.  You should eventually be able to use 
just a hand signal.  

       

Add a verbal cue  this is where you can 
get creative!  Be a lady for female dogs, 
Who s a handsome boy? for male dogs, 

etc.  Say your verbal cue right before you 
give the hand signal, and eventually your 
dog will perform on the verbal cue alone.
